Doesn’t  the Church talk about money 
too much? 
Individual parishes may or may not talk 
about money too much but the reality is 
that God’s work requires money. In fact, it 
is a duty of the Church to ask for money, 
not only for its work but for the work that 
is done by charitable organizations in the 
community. The Church sees so much 
suffering and so many needs to be ad-
dressed and has a responsibility to ad-
dress that suffering and those needs. 
Even Jesus’ apostles had a treasurer 
who kept track of their expenses, and we 
read in the Bible of certain wealthy 
women who followed Jesus and his disci-
ples, helping to support them out of their 
own means. The Apostle Paul also on a 
number of occasions urged churches to 
give money to help those in need. 
The Church today is focusing itself much 
more on stewardship than on “talking 
about money.” Stewardship is based on 
the individual’s need to give , not on the 
Church’s need to receive. Stewardship is 
based on the premise that all that we 
have and all that we are come from God 
and, as a way to thank God for all his 
blessings, we return a portion of the time, 
talent, and treasure allotted to us.

Quiet Room Etiquette The quiet room/
cry room in our church is for a parent to 
utilize during a time when the child is 
upset/crying. Once the child has become 
quiet and content, the parent is to return 
to worshiping with the rest of the assem-
bly in the main worship space.  By follow-
ing this practice, it will allow more par-
ents access to the room when it is 
needed and allow a teaching moment for 
the child to learn what it is to worship as 
a community in Christ.
