How do our needs of a family fit into the 
concept of stewardship? 

Your first responsibility is to take care of 
your needs and the needs of your family– 
not necessarily all their wants. In looking 
very carefully at what we need versus 
what we want, we end up placing material 
things and money in their proper perspec-
tive. For example, when someone buys a 
new house, they may buy a somewhat 
smaller house than if they hadn’t been 
practicing stewardship of treasure. That 
smaller house can still meet their needs 
and may also meet many, but not all, of 
their wants. 
Stewardship of treasure asks only a per-
centage of income—not the whole thing. 
Many people find that when they trust in 
God and return a certain percentage of 
their income to the Church and other chari-
ties, they can live adequately on the rest of 
their income. That percentage is some-
thing that people decide in prayer and after 
due consideration of their needs and the 
needs of a family.
