Fasting for Lent 

The US Catholic bishops call for Catholics 14 years and older to abstain 
from meat on Ash Wednesday, Good Friday and the Fridays of Lent. Absti-
nence forbids the consumption of meat, but not of eggs, milk products or 
condiments made of animal fat. 
Catholics who are 18-59 years old are to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good 
Friday. Fasting refers to the quantity of food eaten. Traditionally, fasting 
calls for refraining from eating between meals and consuming only one full 
meal per day. Some food which will not equal another full meal is permit-
ted. 

Next weekend we will join fellow Catholics in Central Texas in responding to 
the Catholic Higher Education - Master's in Theology and Campus 
Ministries special collection. This collection benefits the Master in Theology 
program, a joint venture between the Diocese of Austin and St. Mary's Uni-
versity in San Antonio.

If we are already committed to paying 
tuition because we have children in a 
Catholic school, does that tuition 
count as part of our commitment to 
stewardship of treasure? 
Each person ultimately decides for her-
self or himself what is to be counted as 
her or his stewardship of treasure. In 
looking at the true meaning of steward-
ship, however, tuition would not be in-
cluded in stewardship of treasure be-
cause it is a payment made for services 
received: Catholic education. Steward-
ship is giving in gratitude to God with no 
expectation of receiving anything  con-
crete, like an education, in return. 
While tuition may not be included in 
stewardship of treasure, it can affect the 
percentage of income that some families 
can give to the Church and other chari-
ties.

Project Andrew will be held Feb. 13 at 10 
a.m. at St. Mary Cathedral Parish in Aus-
tin. The inspiration for Project Andrew 
comes from the account in the Gospel of 
John in which Andrew leads Peter to Je-
sus.
