Fasting for Lent 
The US Catholic bishops call for Catholics 14 
years and older to abstain from meat on Ash 
Wednesday, Good Friday and the Fridays of 
Lent. Abstinence forbids the consumption of 
meat, but not of eggs, milk products or condi-
ments made of animal fat. 
Catholics who are 18-59 years old are to fast 
on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. Fasting 
refers to the quantity of food eaten. Tradition-
ally, fasting calls for refraining from eating 
between meals and consuming only one full 
meal per day. Some food which will not equal 
another full meal is permitted.

In the Gospel story of the 
first Palm Sunday, we hear 
that the owners of the ass 
had only to be told, “The 
Master has need of it,” to 
give the animal gladly.  Do I 
give as readily to the Lord’s 
work? 

The tradition of blessing oil comes from the early church. Although desig-
nated for celebration on Holy Thursday morning, the liturgy is commonly 
held before Holy Thursday so more people may attend the liturgy and oils 
can be easily distributed to parishes. In the Diocese of Austin, this Mass is 
celebrated on Tuesday of  Holy Week. 
The oils blessed [at chrism mass] are of three kinds --- the Oil of Catechu-
mens, the Chrism and the Oil of the Sick.  
 

Oil of Chrism: Used in baptism, confirmation and holy orders, as well as for the dedication and 
consecration of churches and altars. 
 

Oil of Catechumens: Used in rituals of initiation for catechumens, the unbaptized entering the 
church. 
 

Oil of the Sick: Used in the anointing of the sick. 
 

Each of them is oil extracted from olives, but the Chrism is distinguished from the others by 
having balm or balsam mixed with it. The use of balsam in the Chrism dates from about the 
sixth century. The mixing of this fragrant material with the sacred oil gives the latter the name of 
Chrism, which signifies a scented ointment. As oil typifies the fullness of grace imparted through 
the Sacrament, so balsam expresses freedom from corruption and the sweet odor of virtue. 

How can we make our fellow 
parishioners and our families 
more regularly aware of 
stewardship? 
There are many ways to make 
others more regularly aware of 
stewardship. One simple way is 

through prayer. Following is a simple prayer 
that can be said at Mass (maybe once a 
month) and at home (maybe once a week): 
 

Lord Jesus, you came to tell us that the 
meaning of life consists in giving. You told us 
that those who cling too tightly to what they 
have—without thought for you or others—end 
up losing everything. You gave us new values 
by which to measure the worth of a person’s 
life. 
Help us to realize it is not temporal success or 
riches or fame that fives life meaning. Rather, 
it is the service rendered to you and others 
that brings fulfillment and makes our lives 
worthwhile. 
May all our activity help build God’s kingdom: 
    Our obedience bring true freedom, 
 Our generosity increase love, 
 Our sacrifice bear generous fruit, 
 Our death lead to eternal life.   Amen.
